We are in receipt of your request for information pursuant to the Illinois Freedom of Information Act, 5
ILCS 140/1 et seq.

On January 23, 2017, we received your request for calendar year 2016 crime statistics for the following
crime categories:

e Negligent Manslaughter;

e Rape;

e Statutory rape;

Specifically, you wanted to know if any of the above listed offenses were categorized as hate crimes,
and if there were any incidents of larceny; simple assault; intimidation; vandalism or destruction of
property, or other crimes involving bodily injury that were classified as hate crimes; and for statistics
regarding hate crimes, you wanted to know the category of prejudice for each hate crime according to
the six categories you are required to report, which includes race, gender, religion, sexual orientation,
ethnicity, and disability.
