I am writing to obtain a copy of the report, diagram and narrative for the incident that 
occurred on Friday, January 26, 2017, at approximately 7:05 am between a black 
Volkswagen automobile and Metra train #610.  The incident occurred at or near the 
Nagle Avenue public highway railroad grade crossing, (DOT#173 887G) in Chicago.  
The driver involved was fatally injured. 
  
The Illinois Commerce Commission is responsible for investigating railroad accidents in 
Illinois, particularly those incidents at public crossings; including authorized pedestrian 
crosswalks and along railroad rights of way that result in fatalities.  Your police reports 
are invaluable to us in determining if any remedial actions may be necessary to improve 
safety at this location.
