Dear Ms. Struzik:

We are in receipt of your request for information pursuant to the Illinois Freedom of Information Act, 5
ILCS 140/1 et seq.

l. Background

On January 9, 2019, we received your request for any video footage and audio from Monday, December
[17], 2018, from Metra Electric Train No. 136 traveling Northbound to Chicago, scheduled to arrive at
Millennium Station at 6:48 p.m. (“Request”).

1. Responsive Documents

In response to your Request, Metra’s Mechanical department is providing you with front and rear facing
videos retrieved from Metra Train No. 136, Car 1306, showing that stretch of track before the incident
occurred (“Responsive Document”). Metra’s Transportation department advises that there was no
communication between Train No. 136 and dispatch at the time of or following the incident. Therefore,
the only audio related and responsive to your Request is the audio that can be heard in the above-
referenced videos being provided to you by Metra’s Mechanical department.

1. Denial

Metra Police department officers’ body worn camera footage is denied in its entirety under Section
7(1)(c) of FOIA, which exempts “personal information contained within public records, the disclosure
of which would constitute a clearly unwarranted invasion of personal privacy....” Section 7(1)(c) goes
on to say that, “*“Unwarranted invasion of personal privacy’ means the disclosure of information that is
highly personal or objectionable to a reasonable person and in which the subject's right to privacy
outweighs any legitimate public interest in obtaining the information.” It has been determined that the
aforementioned camera footage falls squarely within that definition and its denial in its entirety is
appropriate under FOIA.

V. Right of Review

You have the right to have the partial denial of your Request reviewed by the Public Access Counselor
(“PAC”) of the Illinois Attorney General’s Office. 5 ILCS 140/9.5(a). You can file your Request for
Review with the PAC by writing to:

If you choose to file a Request for Review with the PAC, you must do so within 60 calendar days of the
date of this partial denial letter. 5 ILCS 140/9.5(a). Please note that you must include a copy of your
original FOIA request and this partial denial letter when filing a Request for Review with the PAC.

You also have the right to seek judicial review of your partial denial by filing a lawsuit in the circuit
court. 5 ILCS 140/11.
